1 Yoana  5:14-15    Ikiyakar iwon atitinyu alokiŋaren Akuj, anerae ikikinyomit iwon atemar, ani kikiŋit iwon ibore 

daadaŋ ŋini ejok anacamit keŋ, ikiirari iŋes iwon.   Ikwaŋina ikiyenia iwon atemar ikiiranari iŋes iwon ŋinapaki 

ikiŋisya idiobore daadaŋ, ikiyeni daŋ atemar, ikiinakini iwon ibore ŋini ikiŋita aneni keŋ. 

Diromanin 10:9-10, 13   Ani kilimu ka akituk kon atemar, “Erae Yesu Ekapolon” ka tonup alotau kon atemar abu 

Akuj kiteyaru iŋes alokatwak, iiun iyoŋ. Anerae ikinupit iwon alotai yok, ido ikituruwor ŋulu ikiyookino alokiŋaren 

Akuj; ikilimu iwon a ŋakitukwa yok, ido ikiun.  Ikwapei ebaakatar Ŋakigireta ebe, “Ŋinituŋanan ilipi alokiro a ŋolo 

ke Ekapolon, eiun.” 

 

If you want to accept Jesus Christ as your Savior and receive forgiveness from God, here is 

prayer you can pray.
