1.   Man by nature does evil (wrong). 
 
Yokana 3:19   Lo da ŋes etube, ebe abu aica kobu akwapin, konye kominas ituŋa amuton aitelekarit aica, 
naarai aroko aswamisiokec. 
  

 
We are all sinners! 

 
2.   By that nature we are condemned. 
 
Yokana 6:40   Naarai nuekot Papaka kes nu ebe, Yeneanyuni Okoku ka aiyuun ŋes kojaut kaijar naka ikar kere; 
etajaruni eoŋ ŋes kapaaran nakawasia.” 
 
Yokana 3:18   Ŋin yeniyuuni ŋes mam itelekarete akiro; yenimam iyuuni ŋes adaut akiro aitelekar, naarai mam 
abu kiyuu ekiror loka Okoku loteluna loka Edeke, 
 



Yokana 3:36   Yeniyuuni Okoku ejaas kaijar naka ikar kere; konye yenimam erima Okoku mam eanyuni aijar, 
konye esalakini ŋes anyunyura naka Edeke.

Yokana 14:6   Kotema Yesu atiar, “Arai eoŋ erot, ka abeit, ka aijar da; emamei yenebuni mama ejai Papa, 
dimikito itorit tomakaŋ. 
 
Yokana 3:17   Naarai mam Edeke ejukunit Okokuke akwapin tetere itelekarete akwapin akiro, dimarai tetere 
itajario akwapin kanukeŋ. 
 
Yokana 1:10,12      Kejai ŋesi toma akwap, kesubio akwap kanukeŋ, ido mam akwap abu kojenu ŋes, Konye ŋul 
kere lukisukunyunete ŋes, koinak apedor araut idwe luka Edeke, kes ŋul luiyuunito ekekiror:

Titus 3:5   Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the 
washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost;   
 
Acts 4:12 Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, 
whereby we must be saved. 
 
5.   You must believe on the Lord and you will have everlasting life! 
 
Yokana 5:24   Abeit, abeit, katemari yes atiar, ŋin yeniirari akakirot ka aiyuun ŋol lokejukuni, ejaas kaijar naka 
ikar kere; kwabo mam elomari toma atubokinio, konye anyou kotoma atwanare aloma aijar.
